4. Children can tell a trusted adult if they ever have a problem with sexual abuse or other confusing touches.

5. Sexual abuse is NEVER the child’s fault.

The program is taught in a Catholic context and the curriculum is correlated with Catholic teachings as set forth in the Catechism of the Catholic Church. It is presented by teachers and staff who have been carefully trained and certified. Therefore, you can be assured that the curriculum will be presented as written.
